If the last
day of a designated period to file a pleading or other paper is a day on which the
CM/ECF system is not available, then the time to timely file such pleading or paper by a
party required to use CM/ECF is extended to the first accessible day, which the court
expects will be Monday, March 1, 2021.

Persons who anticipate the need to make an emergency filing during this period
may contact the clerk’s office for instructions in advance of the scheduled upgrade.
